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Abstract

Based on rhetorical and cognitive ways of analyzing unreliable narration, this paper reveals and
analyzes cognitive paradigm discrepancies between narrator(s) and “implied author”, and be-
tween narrator(s) and readers, so as to shed new light on appreciating the writer’s exquisite rhe-
torical devices, understanding the cultural politics between American and Chinese cultures, and
clarifying some misreadings.
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
