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Abstract

Kazuo Ishiguro has a bicultural background, and his writing is full of unease and anxiety. Most of
his works express sentiment, so there are many articles studying his works from the perspective
of trauma literature, but the escapism caused by sentiment is seldom discussed. Escapism belongs
to human, and human cannot get rid of it. The escapism brought by the sense of cultural rootless-
ness is particularly evident in his transformational work The Unconsoled. The city is in a spiritual
crisis, and everyone is trying to solve this crisis—to fight against it from the relationship of man
and earth, but the final result is still futile, which reveals that the vulnerability of human lies not
only in the physical pain, the cruelty of reality, but also in the inability to escape from this reality.
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
