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Abstract

The Wife of Bath in Chaucer’s The Canterbury Tales, and Cui Yinging in Wang Shifu’s The Romance
of West Chamber, are respectively the outstanding representatives with the sense of feminism in
England and China at Middle Ages. From the perspective of feminism, this paper contrastively stu-
dies the formation reasons, ways of display, influence and limitations of feminist thought of the
Wife of Bath and Cui Yingying respectively. Then the similarities and differences of China and West
women’s feminism construction at certain time are explored, the inevitability of feminism devel-
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opment and individual divergences are clarified.
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
