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Abstract

This study conducts a comparative analysis of the works of Colombian writer Gabriel Garcia
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Marquez, “One Hundred Years of Solitude,” and British writer ]J.R.R. Tolkien, “The Lord of the
Rings,” to explore the forms and meanings of postmodernist literature in different cultural con-
texts. Through in-depth analysis of the plot, theme, style, and postmodernist elements of the two
worKks, it reveals similarities in their exploration of human existence problems, and fantastic and
surreal literary styles. Additionally, the study discusses the impact of the authors’ cultural back-
ground on their works and the resonance and response in different cultures, providing a new
perspective and method for cross-cultural studies of postmodernist literature.
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
