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Abstract

Shakespeare’s Macbeth profoundly explores the tragic cycles of history through the recurring im-
agery of the “wasteland”. This paper examines how Shakespeare uses this symbol to depict the in-
teraction between individual desires and the broader historical process. Throughout the play, the
imagery of the wasteland appears in various forms, from Macbeth’s inner spiritual desolation to the
external societal wasteland he creates, illustrating how ambition and desire lead both individuals
and nations to ruin. The recurring imagery of the “wasteland” serves as a metaphorical manifestation
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of Shakespeare’s historical perspective. Through this symbol, Shakespeare not only critiques the
grim social realities of James I's reign and warns against the boundless pursuit of power and desire,
but also exposes the inherent immorality and repetitive nature of history. The work reflects intri-
cate relationships between power, morality, and the cyclical patterns of historical events.
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
