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Abstract

Gao Shi’s frontier fortress poems are distinguished by their unique art of image combination, demon-
strating profound ideological value and artistic appeal. This paper discusses the types ofimage com-
bination, their cognitive motivations, and artistic effects. The image combinations in Gao Shi’s fron-
tier fortress poems are mainly divided into three categories: war images, natural images, and char-
acter images. These combinations are deeply influenced by the tradition of classical poetry, as well
as his personal experiences and the historical context. Through the organic integration of images,
Gao Shi’s poetry presents a vigorous and solemn style, embodies a robust and plain language char-
acteristic, and vividly portrays the desolation and pain of frontier wars along with the complex emo-
tions of the soldiers.
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
