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Abstract

Carrie in Dreiser’s Sister Carrie and Tess in Hardy’s Tess of the D’Urbervilles, though situated in
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different social contexts, both come from impoverished rural families and become entangled in
complex romantic and sexual relationships under pressures of survival and gender constraints. Un-
der the influence of societal expectations and personal desires, the two women choose markedly
different life paths. Based on reader-response criticism, this paper compares the portrayal of fe-
male characters and the history of reader reception in the two works, exploring how the interaction
between text and reader generates multiple meanings. The study finds that the significance of Car-
rie and Tess does not exist statically within the texts but is dynamically produced through readers’
interpretations, continuously extending the literary value and real-world implications of the works.
This provides a new perspective for understanding the cross-temporal vitality of classic literature.
